 Andorra, which is not a EU‐member, participates in the cooperation program
POCTEFA due to an agreement signed among members, but the Principality does
not receive financing form the ERDF.

 Andorra is eligible territory where programs can be developed, but Andorran
partners participating in a project cannot receive direct funds from the EU

 The Andorran partners that participate in POCTEFA cross‐border cooperation
projects are generally public or semi‐public entities
